Upon successfully completing Hartwick’s Education Program and passing the New York State Department
of Education (NYSED) battery of teacher exams, students qualify to be recommended for Childhood,
Middle Childhood, or Adolescence initial teacher certification.

In addition to the requirements of their majors, education students take a series of Founda-
tion courses (Social and Philosophical Foundations of Education, Educational Psychology,
Curriculum and Instruction) and Pedagogical courses (Content Specialty Teaching Methods;
Reading, Writing, and Literacy Across the Curriculum; Approaching Developmental
Literacy Skills, Language and Literacy in the Content Areas; Educational Technology;
Educational Lyceum, Teaching Students with Special Needs, Alternative/Multicultural Field
Experience). In addition, students take two (7-week) Student Teaching Practica. Students
seeking dual certification in Special Education take additional special-education courses.

Beyond the Classroom

Hartwick START is a service learning program that places Hartwick College students in
K-12 schools or in alternative educational settings where they are in close contact with
children. Participants may work as teacher aides, substitute teachers, or individual or
small-group tutors in school, after-school programs, and summer enrichment programs.

All students in the education program accumulate approximately 150 hours of service
learning prior to student teaching (i.e. by the end of their junior year).

Education students also are involved in a variety of service projects such as Big Brothers,
Big Sisters; Habitat for Humanity; Odyssey of the Mind; and Urban Teaching in New
York City.

Putting Education to Work

Hartwick’s education graduates teach in rural, urban, and suburban schools in upstate
New York, New York City, Connecticut, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Pennsylvania,
California, Arizona, Vermont, Alabama, North Carolina, Illinois, Florida, and South
Korea. They have been accepted into graduate schools including Pennsylvania State
University, SUNY Cortland, Fordham University, Columbia University, and Boston
College.
